11. HINTS AND TIPS
11.1 General

Follow the hints to ensure optimal cleaning
and drying results in daily use, and to protect
the environment.

* Washing dishes in the dishwasher, as
instructed in the user manual, usually
consumes less water and energy than
washing dishes by hand.

» Do not pre-rinse dishes by hand. It
increases the water and energy
consumption. When needed, select a
programme with a prewash phase.

* Remove larger residues of food from the
dishes, and empty cups and glasses
before putting them inside the appliance.

» Select a programme according to the type
of load and the degree of soil.

» To prevent limescale buildup inside the
appliance:

— REéfill the salt container whenever
necessary.

— Use the recommended dosage of the
detergent and rinse aid.

10.10 End of the programme

When the programme is completed, the
dishwasher automatically deactivates.

All buttons are inactive except for the on/off
button.

10.11 Automatic switch-off

The function saves energy by switching the

appliance off when it is not operating. The

function comes into operation automatically:

*  When the programme is completed.

« After 10 minutes if no programme was
started and no button was pressed.

— Make sure that the current level of the
water softener agrees with the
hardness of the water supply.

— Follow the instructions in "Care and
cleaning" chapter.

11.2 Using salt, rinse aid and
detergent

« Only use salt, rinse aid and detergent
designed for dishwasher. Other products
can cause damage to the appliance.

* In areas with hard and very hard water, we
recommend to use basic dishwasher
detergent (powder, gel, tablets containing
no additional agents), rinse aid and salt
separately for optimal cleaning and drying
results.

» Detergent tablets do not fully dissolve with
short programmes. To prevent detergent
residues on the tableware, we recommend
that you use tablets with long
programmes.

* Always use the correct quantity of
detergent. Insufficient dosage of detergent
can result in poor cleaning results and
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hard-water filming or spotting on the items.
Using too much detergent with soft or
softened water results in detergent
residues on the dishes. Adjust the amount
of detergent based on the water hardness.
Refer to the instructions on the detergent
packaging.

» Always use the correct quantity of rinse
aid. Insufficient dosage of rinse aid
decreases the drying results. Using too
much rinse aid results in bluish layers on
the items.

+ Make sure that the water softener level is
correct. If the level is too high, the
increased quantity of salt in the water
might result in rust on cutlery.

11.3 What to do if you want to stop
using multi-tablets

Before you start using separately detergent,
salt and rinse aid, complete the following
steps:

1. Set the highest level of the water
softener.

2. Make sure that the salt and rinse aid
containers are full.

3. Start Quick programme. Do not add
detergent and do not put dishes in the
baskets.

4. When the programme is completed,
adjust the water softener according to the
water hardness in your area.

12. CARE AND CLEANING

/N\ WARNING!
Before any maintenance other than

running e programme , deactivate the
appliance and disconnect the mains plug
from the main socket.

Dirty filters and clogged spray arms
negatively affect the washing results.

The filters are self-cleaning and do not
require cleaning after each use. Clean the
filters once a week. Clean the spray arms
once every two months. The frequency of
cleaning might vary depending on how often
the appliance is used.

11.4 Before starting a programme

Before you start the selected programme,
make sure that:

* The filters are clean and correctly
installed.

* The arrangement of the items in the
baskets is correct.

« The programme is suitable to the type of
load and the degree of sail.

* The correct quantity of detergent is used.

11.5 Unloading the baskets

remove it from the appliance. Hot items
can be easily damaged.

2. First remove items from the lower basket,
then from the upper basket.

If unable to remove the foreign objects,
contact an Authorised Service Centre.

12.3 Cleaning the filters

The filter system is made of 3 parts.

1. Turn the drain filter (C) counterclockwise
and lift it. Remove the flat filter (A).

2. Push the two buttons on the drain filter
(C) and remove it from the fine filter (B).

3. Wash the filters.
4. Make sure that there are no residues of

food or soil in or around the edge of the
sump.

13. TROUBLESHOOTING

The appliance does not fill with water. i10
or i11 error code.
* Make sure that the water tap is open.

12.9 External cleaning

* Clean the appliance with a moist soft
cloth.

* Only use neutral detergents.

* Do not use abrasive products, abrasive
cleaning pads or solvents.

* Make sure that the pressure of the water
supply is between 0.05 (0.5) / 1 (10) MPa
(bar). For this information, contact your
local water authority.

* Make sure that the water tap is not
clogged.

* Make sure that the filter in the inlet hose is
not clogged. Clean the filter if necessary.
Refer to "Care and cleaning" chapter.

* Make sure that the inlet hose has no kinks
or bends.

The appliance does not drain the water.

* Make sure that the sink spigot is not
clogged.

* Make sure that the interior filter system is
not clogged.

* Make sure that the drain hose has no
kinks or bends.

Malfunction of the drain pump. i23 error

For the location of the
cover, refer to the instructions on how to
clean the drain pump, provided later in this
chapter.

* Close the water tap.

* Make sure that the appliance is correctly
installed.

* Make sure the baskets are loaded as
instructed in the user manual.

Malfunction of the wash pump. i51 - i59
error codes.
» Switch the appliance off and on.

The temperature of the water inside the

appliance is too high or malfunction of the

temperature sensor occurred. i61 or i69

error code.

* Make sure that the temperature of the inlet
water does not exceed 60°C.

» Switch the appliance off and on.

Technical malfunction of the appliance.
iCO - iC5 error codes.
» Switch the appliance off and on.

The level of water inside the appliance is

too high. iF1 error code.

» Switch the appliance off and on.

* Make sure that the filters are clean.

» Make sure that the outlet hose is installed
at the right height above the floor. Refer to
the installation instruction.

The appliance stops and starts more times

during operation.

» Itis normal. It provides optimal cleaning
results and energy savings.

The programme lasts too long.

» |If the delayed start is set, cancel the
countdown or wait for the end of the
countdown.

» Activating programme options increases
the programme duration.
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The displayed programme duration is
different than the duration in the
consumption values table.

* The programme duration can change due
to the pressure and temperature of the
water, variations in the mains supply,
selected options, quantity of dishes, and
degree of soil.

The remaining time in the display

increases and skips nearly to the end of

the programme duration.

« This is not a defect. The appliance is
working correctly.

Small leak from the appliance door.
* The appliance is not levelled. Loosen or
tighten the adjustable feet (if applicable).

The appliance door is difficult to close.

* The appliance is not levelled. Loosen or
tighten the adjustable feet (if applicable).

« Parts of the tableware are protruding from
the baskets.

The appliance door opens during the

wash cycle.

« AirDry function is activated to enhance
drying results while saving energy. To
deactivate the function, refer to "Settings"
chapter.

Rattling or knocking sounds from the

inside of the appliance.

* The tableware is not properly arranged in
the baskets. Refer to "Loading the
dishwasher" chapter.

* Make sure that the spray arms can rotate
freely.

The appliance trips the circuit breaker.

» The amperage is insufficient to supply
simultaneously all the appliances in use.
Check the socket amperage and the
capacity of the metre or turn off one of the
appliances in use.

* Internal electrical fault of the appliance.
Contact an Authorised Service Centre.

The appliance is switched on but does not

operate. The display shows Power Fail.

» Power supply is out of the operating
range. The dishwashing cycle is
temporarily interrupted and resumes
automatically once the power is restored.



The appliance switches off during
operation.

Complete power outage. The dishwashing
cycle is temporarily interrupted and
resumes automatically once the power is
restored.

The display shows Updating. Only the
on/off button is active.

The appliance downloads and installs the
firmware update automatically when it is
available. The display shows Updating for
the duration of the updating process. Wait
for the process to be completed. If you
interrupt the update process by
deactivating the appliance, it resumes
when you activate the appliance. The
firmware update does not change the
appliance performance declaration values.

13.1 Cleaning the drain pump

If the display shows 24, clean the drain
pump.

Be careful when cleaning, as the drain
pump may contain sharp debris, such as
glass.

Activate AirDry function
to set the automatic opening of the door
and to improve the drying performance.
Unload the dishwasher only when the
programme is completed and the display
shows 0:00.

There is no rinse aid or the dosage is not
sufficient. Fill the rinse aid dispenser or set
the dosage to a higher level (if applicable).
The quality of the rinse aid can be the
cause.

Always use rinse aid, even with multi-
tablets.

Plastic items may need to be towel dried.
Quick programme does not have the
drying phase. Select a different
programme.

The released quantity of rinse aid is not
sufficient. Adjust the dosage to a higher
level.

The quality of the rinse aid can be the
cause. Try a different rinse aid.

Refer to "Loading the dishwasher"
chapter.

The interior of the appliance is wet.

This is not a defect of the appliance.
Humidity condensates on the appliance
walls.
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Unusual foam during washing.

+ Use the detergent designed specifically for
dishwashers.

* Use a detergent from a different
manufacturer.

» Do not pre-rinse dishes under running
water.

Traces of rust on cutlery.

» There is too much salt in the water used
for washing. Adjust the water softener
level. After filling the salt container, always
remove the spilled salt.

* Rusting items and stainless steel cutlery
were placed together. Do not place these
items close together.

Residues of detergent in the dispenser at

the end of the programme.

» Water cannot wash away the detergent
from the dispenser. Make sure that the
spray arms are not blocked or clogged.

* Make sure that items in the baskets do not
impede the lid of the detergent dispenser
from opening.

Odours inside the appliance.

» Refer to "Care and cleaning" chapter.

+ Start i programme with a descaler or a
cleaning product designed for
dishwashers.

Limescale deposits on the tableware, on

the tub and on the inside of the door.

* Your tap water is hard. Use salt and set
regeneration of the water softener even
when multi-functional tablets are used.
Refer to the water softener section in
"Settings" chapter.

* The level of salt is low. If the salt indicator
is on, fill the salt container.

» The cap of the salt container is loose.
Inspect the cap.

« Start i programme with a descaler or a
cleaning product designed for
dishwashers.

» If limescale deposits persist, clean the
appliance with the suitable detergents.

« Try a different detergent.

» Contact the detergent manufacturer.

Dull, discoloured or chipped tableware.

* Make sure that only dishwasher-safe
items are washed in the appliance.

* Load and unload the basket carefully.
Refer to "Loading the dishwasher"
chapter.

» Place delicate items in the upper basket.
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« Activate GlassCare option to ensure
special care for glassware and delicate
items.

Refer to "Before first use", "Loading the

dishwasher", " Daily use", or " Hints and tips"

chapters for other possible causes.

13.3 Problems with wireless
connection

Activating wireless connection is not

successful.

*  Wrong wireless network ID or password.
Cancel the setup and start it again to enter
the correct credentials. Refer to "Wireless
connection" chapter.

* There is a trouble with the wireless
network signal. Check your wireless
network and router. Restart the router.

* The wireless signal is disrupted by a
microwave appliance placed near the
dishwasher.

* There is a trouble with the wireless
network signal. Check your wireless
network and router. Restart the router.

« Check if your mobile device is connected
to the network.

* New router was installed or router
configuration was changed. Configure the
dishwasher and mobile device again.
Refer to "Wireless connection" chapter.

» Contact your wireless service provider if
there are further problems with the
wireless network.

The app cannot connect to the dishwasher

through any network other than your

home wireless network. The Wi-Fi
indicator flashes.

* The connection to the cloud is lost. Wait
for the connection to be restored.



The app frequently cannot connect to the
dishwasher.

The wireless signal is disrupted by a
microwave appliance placed near the
dishwasher. Turn off the microwave
appliance. Avoid using the microwave
appliance and the remote start at the
same time.
